The club had recruited well in the close season with new signings from Cornwall AC which proved a massive factor in filling crucial events. In addition four under 17 athletes made their debuts, Dan Nash in the 800 and 1500, Kyle Chapman in the 1500, Joe Whitehaed in 100 and 200 and Harry Woodward in the long jump, triple jump and high jump gaining PBs in all three events. 

On paper the match appeared to be a difficult one with Royal Navy, Yeovil and Team Kennet as opponents. Luckily the Royal Navy were all at sea, literally and Yeovil, although strong in some events had gaps, so a well balance home side totted up good points in virtually all the events. The performance of the day went to James Ansell in the 400m with a fine PB and A string win in 50.8secs. However ‘Man of the Match’ went to Isaac Clayton who performed magnificently to score wins in the pole vault, triple jump and good points in the high hurdles and long jump. Regular campaigners Brett Marsh and Mike Madden dominated the throwing events and the young athletes performed well beyond their years with a string of wins in the 1500m, triple jump and long jump. Dave Willis won the 100m/200m double and wins by Jordan West and Gareth Massey in the 800m and Steeplechase respectively proved to be a decisive contribution from the Cornwall AC athletes. Newquay & Par ran out clear winners with 120points against Team Kennet’s 87.5 and Royal Navy’s 73.5. Yeovil surprisingly finished fourth with 70 points.
